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	This lesson plan covers an introductory level lesson of French language: vocabulary, interrogation sentence structure and alphabet pronunciation.

Teaching time: 50 minutes
Target students: University French 101; Introductory Level
Class size: 15- 20
Language Background: Mixed
Context: Foreign Language

What are you teaching?
Content: Greetings, in class communication and Basic Greeting & Asking Basic Questions
Language skills: Communication skills (Listening and Speaking)

Language points: Vocabulary and 3 type of Question Sentence Structure
What are the Student Learning Objectives (SLO) for the lesson?

     1 Students will greet each other politely

     2 Students will communicate basic questions to the teacher and classmates in French

     3 Use question form in communication

     4 Use objects related vocabulary words

When/How in the lesson will I check students progress toward the above SLO’s?

1 Can they greet each other in class using the proper greeting sentences
2 Can the students in pairs and to me ask the right questions with correct pronunciation
3 Can the students randomly use the question forms in a regular communication exercise
4 Hide & Seek Activity (if time left): Can they remember and say with a correct pronunciation simple words such as cat, dog and bottle in this activity
Preliminary Considerations:
What do students already know in relation to today’s lesson?

1 Students have no prior knowledge of French
What aspects of the lesson do you anticipate your students might find challenging/difficult?
1 Nervousness at the idea of speaking French for the first time
2 Pronunciation of certain sounds and vocabulary words

3 Frustration and feeling excluded due to the difficulty of language
4 Disengagement due to frustration, nervousness and cultural barriers (Different Greeting manners)

Other potential challenges:

Classroom environment, peer pressure, self awareness, anxiety, accents, influence of L1, Negative feedback, goals, reasons for learning the language, different levels of learning abilities of some the students.
How will you avoid and / address these problems in your lesson?

1 Using L1 (English) throughout this first lesson

2 Slowly repeating the vocabulary and the sentences

3 Encouraging them to speak by insisting on the importance and positive effects of trying

4 Asking the students what they find difficult in this lesson and adjust/be flexible with content

5 Make sure everyone is involved by walking around the classroom
