	Tuesday
Teacher introduces the new “UNIT 1: Getting what you want” with some discussion questions:

Do you always get what you want?
Is it difficult to get what you want? Why?
The students discuss for 5 minutes in pairs and then share their thoughts with the class.

The teacher writes “To want or not to want, that is the question” on the board.

Teacher shows a Power Point on Motivation (Slides 1 – 3). The teacher elicits opinions and thoughts on motivation (Questions slide 2).

The teacher shows a short (6 minutes) clip on Motivation:

The teacher elicits reactions from the students.

Students complete A B C (p. 6). The teacher goes over the answers with the students and explains any additional vocabulary.

The teacher briefly explains the terms “Lose and Save Face” with the Book and slide 4.

	The teacher elicits reactions from the students by asking questions:

Can you think of a situation where you lost face? 

What is the best way not to lose face and get your way?

When might you compromise?

Which adjectives in A best describe you?

The students discuss in pairs for 5 minutes, and then share with the class.

Teacher introduces the following grammar points:

If only/ I wish & useful expressions: She is working her way up the ladder.

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Next Class
Students complete G & H & I (p.7) in pairs. The teacher walks around and answers questions regarding the exercises.

The teacher corrects G & H & I with the class.

The teacher gives supplemental material exercises regarding I wish/If only.

Pdf Document: I wish/If Only
The students complete A and B. The teacher corrects the exercises with the students.

The teacher explains different types of motivations (slide 7). The teacher asks the students in pairs to discuss their own reasons/motivation for learning English.

The students share their reasons/motivations for learning English. They use the expressions from slide 7. The teacher monitors the conversation. The teacher explains the goals/objectives for I-lab.

Wednesday
I-lab

The students write 3 sentences using the grammar points:

I wish….If only I/we/he/she…

The teacher walks around and helps the students. The students post their sentences on EDMODO.

1. The students find and upload a picture to EDMODO of their ideal job or current job.

2. The students write a brief description (120 words) of their ideal or current job.

3. The students write 3 to 5 Pros & Cons of their ideal/current job.

4. The students base their Pros & Cons on the following list:

Good salary; Great work colleagues; Being your own boss; Possibility of advancement; Great Holiday Package; Job perks; Possibility of travel; office environment; Working outside; Working with people; and comfortable working environment.

The material is posted on EDMODO as a Pdf file. The students can use any idiom from the file.
Task 1: The students read one job description from another student. They reply to it with agreement or disagreement. 
They explain why they agree/disagree. 

Objective: Demonstrate their understanding of a job description and the ability to write an opinion in response to a job ad.

Task 2: The students read the E-mail from Exercise H (p.14) and respond. The response must be 120 – 150 words. 

The students choose between Task 1 and 2. 

The teacher walks around and corrects the postings.

The teacher posts a poll for the students to take when they finish Task 1 or 2.

The poll asks the following question:

Which of these 10 points is the most important in your decision to choose a job:

Good salary                            Great Holiday package      Working outside

Great work colleagues            Job Perks                           Working with people

Being your own boss               Possibility of Travel

Possibility of advancement      Office environment

The teacher and students discuss the results of the poll.


Next Class
The teacher introduces the topic of the audio track 3: Business Dialogue.

The teacher writes down useful expressions and vocabulary on the board:

Do you mind if …

Would you be opposed to…

I was wondering if…

Mind if…

To be on track…           To do with…
Working off the clock… By the look of things…

To put in…                     To plan on…

To burn out…                 To be ahead of…

To feel the strain…

The teacher asks the class to try to understand the vocabulary with the context of the dialogue.

The teacher plays track 3 once without stopping. The students listen to the track and take notes regarding the vocabulary and content:

Who? What? Why? And conclusion?

The teacher elicits some answers from the students regarding the vocabulary and the topic of the dialogue.

The teacher plays track 3 a second time with various stops. The teacher asks students about the content of the dialogue.

The students complete A B & C on page 8. The teacher goes over the answers with the students as well as final vocabulary questions.
The students complete D p.8 with the teacher. The teacher asks some questions regarding the vocabulary and plays the track 3 one last time. The students must listen for the use of “wish” and “if only” in the conversation.

The teacher and the students discuss the following questions:

How might being over-worked affect your performance at work?

What can employers do to make their employees feel appreciated?

The students discuss in pairs and share with the class.

Thursday
I-Pad
The teacher writes 2 columns: Quoted Speech & Reported/Indirect Speech.
The teacher asks some students simple questions:

How many brothers and sisters do you have?

What are you going to do tonight?

What did you do on the weekend?

The teacher writes the responses on the board under the column Quoted Speech. The teacher informs the students that this is Direct/Quoted Speech.

The teacher changes the Quoted Speech to Indirect Speech with the students.

The teacher points out the differences.

The teacher gives supplemental material “ESL Level 4 Indirect Questions”. The teacher writes Direct Questions / Indirect Questions on the board in two columns.
The teacher explains the differences between both columns. The students complete some exercises in Book + Supplemental Material.

The teacher explains the I-pad activity:

Activity: Talk with a partner. Read the information you want to ask your partner about a friend she/he has. They must make indirect yes/no questions. Use a variety of introductory clauses.  

Example: He is a good student. Can you tell me if he's a good student?  

• has a job 

• has nice friends 

• has a good relationship with his parents 

• lives alone or at home 

• is polite 

• drives carefully  
The teacher will write the information on the board. The students, in pairs, must push the buzzer and ask an indirect question to their partner. The partner must answer the question. For each correct answer, there is a point. The pair with the most points wins.

The teacher goes over the main points of Indirect Questions & Speech one more time. The teacher answers any final questions.


Next Class
The students complete A B C (p.10). The teacher corrects the exercises with the students.

The teacher gives an article on motivation from the Chicago Tribune. The article is titled: “Are you born to be motivated” by Jen Weigel, 08/14/2012.

Objective: Have the students read a real article regarding the UNIT topic: Getting what you want. The students demonstrate their understanding of the article and topic by discussing the main points with the class.

The students must understand the article with the contextual vocabulary.

The class discusses the article and its ideas.

The teacher asks the following questions:

How important is it to have good contacts when you are looking for work?

Do you think the way you look makes a difference to whether or not you will get a job?

Can you change career paths when you are middle aged?

The students discuss in pairs and share with the class.

The teacher shows a youtube video about Nick Vujicic. He is an amazing motivational speaker, author of “No arms, no legs, no worries!”

“A Man without Vision dies” Nick Vujicic
The teacher introduces him. The teacher gives a short biography for the students. They listen to his speech. The teacher announces that they will talk about it in the I-lab.

Friday
I-lab

Students write 3 – 5 Indirect Questions and Indirect Speech (Following the examples from Book or Supplemental Material) using some Introductory Clauses of Indirect Questions such as:

I'd like to know.... Tell me… 

I don't know....      I wonder…

I want to know....  I was wondering…

I need to know.... Please explain…

I can't remember ... I'm not sure.... 

Can/Could you tell me...? Do you know...? Do you have any idea...? Would you mind telling me…? Do you happen to know...?

Introductory clause + wh- word (or if / whether) + dependent clause
The teacher walks around and checks the sentences. The students posy them on EDMODO when corrected.
The teacher asks the students to watch a short movie called:
“The Butterfly Circus” on youtube at http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=p98KAEif3bI
The students must write a reaction paragraph on the video answering these questions:

What is the message?

Which scene demonstrates the message?

Why is the title of the movie “The Butterfly Circus”?

What does the Butterfly represent?

Do you agree with the message? Yes/No? Why?

The students work in pairs but post individually. The class shares opinions.

The students look for and upload 2 pictures symbolizing the message of the movie: Rebirth – Transformation – We are all beautiful – Must find our place – etc…

They write a short title for the pictures about Motivation & Inner Strength.


Next Class
The students read “GoodJob.com” (p.12) regarding job offers. The students write down any vocabulary word/expressions or idioms they do not understand.

The students complete C E F in pairs. The teacher goes over the answers with the students.

Activity: The teacher asks the students to close their books. The teacher will students to the board, and will read a word from UNIT 1. The student must write the word, its’ part of speech, and use it in a sentence. The other students can help if needed. The other students must do the same.

The last activity is 

Pyramid: The teacher divides the class into 2 sides.
There are two chairs facing the students.

Each side chooses a student to sit in the chair.

The teacher writes a word on the board, and each side must explain the word to their student.

The first student to find the word wins a point for his/her team.

The vocabulary or sentence is from the book UNIT 1.

The teacher explains the quiz for Monday as well as review. If there are any questions, the students should ask them on Monday at 8:30 am. The teacher wishes everyone a great weekend.

Monday
The teacher reviews grammar points & vocabulary with the students.

The students ask questions and the teacher answers. The teacher gives some material for review (in class exercises).

The students take the quiz individually. The teacher monitors the class.

BREAK 10 MINUTES

The teacher goes over the quiz and the answers with the students. The students answer the quiz and the teacher answers the students.

The students read an article about technology. The topic of UNIT 2. The students and teacher discuss the article.
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
